PREVENTATIVE MAINTENANCE 
 Series 6
DAILY:

· Inspect the label applicator and print engine for loose bolts, springs etc.

· Clean the print head and print rollers inside the print engine(under cover)
· See note below
· Clean the peel bar 
· Clean the surface of the tamp pad
· Check for water in the air filter mounted on the regulator  
WEEKLY:

· Follow daily preventative maintenance listed above

· Check the set screw in the air assist tube for tightness
· Check the home and away sensors on the tamp cylinder 
· Clean label sensor (inside print engine) using alcohol swab

MONTHLY:

· Follow all of the above preventative maintenance

· Check and adjust (as necessary) the unwind block tension belt and spring.
· Check the tension of the rewind belt
· Check belts, spring and rewind assembly on the labeler for wear
QUARTERLY:

· Follow all of the above preventative maintenance

· Oil or replace the labeler rewind felt disk (heavy weight oil, we use 80 weight)

· Check quality of print and replace print head as needed. 
**Some print ribbons come with a cleaning strip as a leader. This helps keep the print head clean but is not the only cleaning you should do. Regardless of the print ribbon you are using, we recommend that you use Rubbing Alcohol and a cotton cloth or cotton swab to clean the print head each time you change the print ribbon. Simply get the cotton cloth or swab moist with alcohol and rub it on the print head twice. This cleaning will greatly improve the life of your print head and retain print quality.**
