Troubleshooting the Series 6 Print and Apply Label Applicator is simple once you identify the specific location of the problem. The best place to start is by breaking the machine down into sub-assemblies. 
 

1. The unwind assembly. This portion of the labeler controls web tension and can cause web breaks or free wheeling of the label roll.  
 

2. Idler rollers. Improper set up of the roller guides can cause label tracking   
 

3. Print engine. The print engine is responsible for the quality of the print. Consult the print engine's manual or manufacturer’s web site for information on the print engine. 
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4. Print engine settings. The labeler does not control the printer. Adjustments in the label stop position and alarm sensitivity are adjusted through the front panel on the printer. Consult the print engine's manual or manufacturer's web site for information on the print engine.  
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5. Label software. The software is used to create the label and change the layout. If the print is not in the correct location it may be changed. There are many type of label creation software. Please contact the software manufacturer for assistance.
 

6. Application device. The application device is the part of the machine that applies to the product. The Series 6 is an extremely versatile machine and is available with a wide variety of application method. It is best to consult your Re-Pack manual for detail on your method of application.  
 

7. Label rewind. At the print head the label is fed to the vacuum tamp or blow plate. After being printed and applied to the application device the label liner is fed back to the rewind disk. The label rewind is driven by an AC motor and the tension of the rewind can be adjusted.
